Also analysing important route detail before we commit to route choice - how many people took the right fork on the path just before number 6 (the ruin) and ended up in the clearing to the west of the control as oppose to the east? How much quicker we can be at orienteering if we look at our map less -  I know I spend too much time looking at the map just for re-assurance and I hope it taught us to have faith in our memory, especially when things go right!!  Mind you, I often look at my map as an excuse for a rest…..
